Josef Stepling (1716-1778), Elen jezuitského Fadu, fyzika
pat¥i k nejvy v dé&jiné Fil ich véd 18. stoleti
vceskgch zemich. Byl prvnim redltelem Astronomické oblervetore vletech 1751 az 1777
a datel prvnich gch méFeni, ktera predchazela podatku souvislé
Fady teploty vzduchu. Jako direktor viech prazskgch filozofickgch studii a vyssich

gymnazii reformoval vguku fyziky na prazské univerzité.

Josef Stepling (1716-1778), a member of the Jesuit order, mathematician, physicist, and university
professor, was one of the most important figures in the history of natural sciences in the 18th
century in the Czech lands. He was the first director of the Astronomical Observatory from 1751
to 1777 and the founder of the first meteorological measurements, which preceded the beginning
of a continuous air temperature series. As director of all the philosophical studies and higher
grammar schools in Prague, he reformed the teaching of physics at the University of Prague.

Antonin Strnad (1746-1799), meteorologist, geographer,
professor, and rector of Charles-Ferdinand University,
was the third director of the observatory in Clementinum
(1781-1799), where he began to record his meteorological
observations. In 1775, he began the longest continuous
series of observations in Central Europe. Strnad was also
a Bohemian patriot, and in order to improve agricultural yields, he
compiled weather calendars that provided farmers with useful weather
information.
