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Prvnich dvanéct jezuitd pod vedenim teologa a Fadového
provinciala Petra Canisia (1521-1597) pfislo do Prahy z Rima

dne 21. dubna 1556. Jezuitska kolej vznikla na misté bgvalého
dominikanského klastera sv. Klimenta, kteryg byl pobofen husity,
v dne$nim zédpadnim kFidle aredlu Klementina. Jiz v éervenci téhoz
roku bylo zfizeno niz§i gymnazium a zahajeny prvni prednasky

z teologie a filozofie.

Klementinska akademie se tésila podpore éeského krale

a Fimského cisaFe Ferdinanda . a stala se katolickou protivahou
protestantské Univerzity Karlovy. Zajem studentid podporovala
skuteénost, Ze po absolvovani jezuitského gymnazia mohli
bezplatné pokraéovat ve studiu na akademii u véhlasngch
profesoru.

Po bitvé na Bilé hofe se Klementinska ,Ferdinandova” univerzita
postupné spojila s Univerzitou Karlovou, éimz vznikla Karlo-
Ferdinandova univerzita se sidlem v Klementinu. Kromé klasickgch
oboru se zde zag&ala rozvijet i vyuka pFirodnich véd, véetné fyziky,
astronomie a matematiky, které bylo tehdy mozné studovat

na akademické urovni vghradné na jezuitskych kolejich.

K zahéjeni zvlastnich Fadovych matematicko-astronomickych
studii doslo v roce 1722. Klementinum se tak stalo kli¢ovgm
pfirodovédngm centrem Ceskych zemi v 18. stoleti.

Po zruseni jezuitského Fadu (1773) byly budovy Klementina
vyuzivany Karlo-Ferdinandovou univerzitou, pfi¢emz zde nadale
sidlila teologicka a filozoficka fakulta. Pod univerzitni spravu
presla i observator.

The first twelve Jesuits, led by the theologian and provincial of
the order Peter Canisius (1521-1597), arrived in Prague from Rome
on 21 April 1556. The Jesuit College was built on the site of the
former Dominican monastery of St. Clement, which was destroyed
by the Hussites. Already in July of that year a grammar school was
established and the first lectures in theology and philosophy began.

The Clementine Academy enjoyed the support of the Bohemian
King and the Roman Emperor Ferdinand | and became the Catholic
counterweight to the Protestant Charles University. Students’
interests were encouraged by the fact that after graduating from
the Jesuit gymnasium they could continue their studies at the
academy for free.

After the 1620 Battle near Prague, the Clementinum ,Ferdinand”
University gradually merged with the Charles University to form
Charles-Ferdinand University, based in Clementinum. In addition to
the classical disciplines, the teaching of natural sciences, including
physics, astronomy and mathematics, which at that time could
only be studied at an academic level in Jesuit colleges, began to
develop here.

The special mathematical and astronomical studies began in 1722.
The Clementinum thus became the key natural science centre of
Bohemia in the 18 century.

After the abolition of the Jesuit Order (1773), the buildings of

the Clementinum were used by the Charles-Ferdinand University,
while the Faculty of Theology and the Faculty of Philosophy
continued to be located here. The observatory also came under
the university administration.

Already at the initial stage of the
construction of Clementinum, the danger of flooding due to the flooding of the nearby
Vltava River was considered. The new buildings were therefore built on a raised plinth to
protect them from flooding. The friars themselves sometimes referred to Clementinum
as “insula nostra Clementina’, i.e. “our Clementine island”, which could have had a literal
meaning during the flood.
