The Story of the Clementinum Libraries

V Matematickém muzeu navstévnici obdivovali astronomické
pristroje, gléby, mechanické automaty, pfirodniny z jezuitskych
misii i knihy ze vSech oblasti tehdejsi védy. Muzeum se rychle stalo

vyhledavangm cilem PraZanu i urozengch hosti. Jeho slavu budovali

uéenci jako Kaspar Pflieger, Johann Klein nebo Josef Stepling.

Zlom nastal po zruseni jezuitského Fadu vroce 1773. Klementinum
preslo pod statni spravu a na navrh FrantiSka Josefa hrabéte
Kinského byly knihovny bgvalygch jezuitskgch Fadovgch domu
spojeny s univerzitni knihovnou karolinskou a s rodovou knihovnou
Kinskych. Tim vznikla Vefejna c. k. universitni knihovna, oficidlné
ustavena dvorskgm dekretem dne 6. Gnora 1777. Knihovna méla
Siroké uéenecké verejnosti a jeji fond rychle rostl - knihy
prichazely mj. ze Slechtickych sbirek &i zrusengch klastera. Tak
vznikla instituce, jeZ se stala zdkladem dne$ni Narodni knihovny
Ceské republiky.

In the Mathematical Museum visitors admired astronomical
instruments, globes, mechanical automata, natural history from
Jesuit missions and books from all areas of science at the time.
The museum quickly became a popular destination for Prague
citizens and noble guests alike. Its fame was built by scholars such
as Kaspar Pflieger, Johann Klein or Josef Stepling.

The turning point came after the abolition of the Jesuit Order in
1773. The Clementinum came under state administration and at
the suggestion of Franz Joseph Count Kinsky, the libraries of the
former Jesuit houses were merged with the University Library of
Caroline and the Kinsky family library. This created the Public

C.C. University Library, officially established by court decree on

6 February 1777. The library was intended to serve the general
scholarly public and its collection grew rapidly — books came from
the collections of noblemen and dissolved monasteries, among
others. This is how the institution that became the basis of today’s
National Library of the Czech Republic was founded.

The Baroque library hall with its frescoes, wooden cabinets and
unique globes, rightly considered one of the most beautiful
historical libraries in the world, remains the greatest jewel. It

is a place where science, art and the memory of a nation come
together.
